A reminder that comments in square brackets [ ] are clarifications from the editor of the L.G.O.T.

   A few days since, a thrill of joy was sent through the country, by the announcement in New York papers of the return of Dr. Kane the Commander of the Arctic adventurers who had some two years ago undertaken a voyage to the icy pole in search of Sir John Franklin. But Providence has seen fit to prosper their laudable adventures at least so far as to secure them in a safe return with a loss of three men only.

Difficulty with England.
   The misunderstanding between England and the United States, which has been for some time increasing, shows signs of coming to a head.  Although the New York Tribune affects to treat the subject as a joke, yet we are constrained reluctantly to admit that the affair is becoming serious, and unless a change of policy occurs in England, may ultimately lead to war.
