   After dinner the prisoners were conveyed out of town, and sheriff Jones made his appearance with a party of 18 men, did not attempt to make any arrest, but in an insulting manner demanded the arms both public and private, and said that he would give them five minutes to accommodate the demand.

Female  Education.

   Voltaire used to say, that all he wanted to mould the character of a nation, was to have the making of their songs.  With much more truth it may be said, that the character of a people depends upon the education of their women. In the East, where women are shut out from any society except the harem, the social condition of the other sex is but little better than  that of the tribes of the surrounding deserts.    In our own country we have not made that progress in female education which we have in almost every branch of the mechanical arts.  And yet where is there a country so dependent on its prosperity and happiness upon the character of its women as our Republic?

To Keep a Stove Bright. – Make alum water, and mix your “British Luster” with it; put two spoonfulls to a gill of alum water; let the stove be cold, brush it with the mixture, then take a dry brush and luster and rub the stove till it is dry.  By two applications a year, it can be kept as bright as a coach body.

Soap Improved. – The wife of an American agriculturist has been experimenting on soap, and finds the addition of three quarters of an ounce of borax to a pound of soap, melted in without boiling, makes a saving of one half in cost of soap, and of three fourths of labor in washing, and improves the whiteness of the fabrics; besides, the usual caustic effect is thus removed, and the hands are left with a peculiarly  soft and silky feeling, leaving nothing more to be desired by the most ambitious wash woman.

A Nice Way to Cook Apples. – Take a dozen apples, pare, core, and par boil them.  Heat up six eggs and stir in one quart of milk. Sweeten to your taste. Pour the custard over the apples and bake for three quarters of an hour.  Eat when cold.  --  Baltimore Sun

The  City  Charter.

  In talking with our citizens about the feasibility of obtaining a city charter we have found but few opposed to the measure; and their objection has almost universally been  that such a procedure would increase their taxes.

   The mere fact that it will increase taxes cannot be an objection to any measure for any men of sagacity [Look it up.] for no improvement was ever made in streets, roads or rivers; no canal was ever dug, or Railroad built without increasing taxation in some form or other; but all of these improvements have been profitable to those whose taxes were increased by them, because the property in which the taxes were assessed, increased in  value at a rate far more than proportionate of the taxes paid on it.

AN ACT TO INCORPORATE THE 

VILLAGE OF GENEVA.
THE PEOPLE of the state of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows:
  Section 1. All that district of country in section number 36, the south half of section 25, the southeast quarter of section 26 and the east half of section 35, in township number two, north of range 17, east of the fourth principle meridian,  and all being in the town of Geneva, County of Walworth shall hereafter be known and distinguished by the name of the VILLAGE OF GENEVA. 13.7 To restrain  the running at large of cattle, hogs and all other animals, and appoint pound masters and fence-viewers.
13.11 To suppress disorderly and gaming houses and devices for the purposes of gambling.

13.14  To tax every male residence of said Village above the age of 21 years and under the age of 50 years, two days labor or in liew thereof, two dollars to be appropriated in improving the roads and streets of said Village.
