And then he quietly remarked, “There’s a little woman down at our house who would like to hear this.  I’ll go down and tell her.”

Terrible Accident on the Racine & Miss. R. R.

Five Persons Killed ! 20 Injured !!
   We are in quick succession, after the terrible disaster of the sinking of the Lady Elgin, obliged to record another horrible accident, at Delevan Station, on the Racine & Miss. R. R., from the result of gross carelessness or intoxication, no doubt, of the operators of the road, wherein a fearful loss of life has ensued, and a large number sadly injured.  

   The circumstances are substantially as follows:-- The evening train, due at Delevan Friday evening, was some ten minutes  behind time.  An extra train from Racine was but a few minutes behind the mail.  The mail train having stopped at the water tank, some six rods from the station, the extra came dashing along at a fearful speed, driving the engine into the passenger car of the forward train splitting it from end to end. The night was dark and we are informed that there was no light on the rear passenger car, neither was there a head light on the extra train.

    The killed and injured are principally from the neighborhoods of Delevan, Darien and Sharon.  Several, it is thought, of the injured are doubtful of recovery.

   This accident is the first that has occurred on this road and we should hope that it is to be the last.


WHY  WAS  IT.

   We understand that a letter was received by the Station Agent at this place, from the managers of the Wis. Central Railroad, stating that the Wide Awakes of our village would be taken to Chicago and back for one dollar and fifty cents each, providing the number not be less than forty.  But the intelligence, it seems, was not communicated to those who have daily charge of the company.  

   We had supposed that it was an object for those running the road to secure as much business as possible at this end of the route.  To accomplish that they should seek to accommodate the people here, and not, by the neglect of their servants, discourage those who would travel.  If such a course is continued, the people of this place will soon come to care as little for the Road as the managers of the Road seem to care for the interests of the people.

Peaceable  Secession  Impossible.

MILKING  BY  MACHINERY.
   Not exactly by a steam engine, nor by water power; but by a machine driven by hand power.  In short, a hand pump, moved by two handles, like the hand bellows, performing the operation by the principle of an air-pump suction.

   The machine is attached to a pail and set under the udder, the four teats inserted into four tubes, and the pump operated, and the milk drawn into the pail, the inventor says, in a marvelous short time, say three or four minutes for an ordinary cow, milking entirely clean and without injuring the cow, in fact, he says, to her advantage, as it is beneficial to have the work done quickly.
   It is said also that cows stand this machine more gently than milking by hand.  At any rate the contrivance is an ingenious one, and we have no doubt it will work.  Its practical utility we cannot vouch for.  We only chronicle the fact of the invention.
