CHICAGO FURNISHES A MODEL STEAM YACHT FOR GENEVA LAKE.


“The Arrow” Its Name; Messrs. Stager & Sturges Its Captains.

From the Chicago Times.
   There is no prettier piece of water in the north-west than Geneva Lake.  But in order to enjoy nature at her loveliest, it is necessary to call into service the joint productions of art and skill.  To gaze upon a lake is but weary work; to go out upon its waters in a row boat involves a good deal of labor; to sail in a yacht exposes one to disagreeable results from sudden squalls.  There is one way, however, by which the acme of enjoyment can be obtained.  Heretofore the summer sojourners at the lake have been content with one or other of the three ways noted above. – This season will see upon its waters a new creation, a thing of beauty, a joy for all time, in the shape of an elegant steam yacht.

   Its joint owners are Mr. George Sturges, president of the North-Western National bank, and Gen. Anson Stager, of the Union Telegraph company.  Her lines are true and her timbers staunch; her engines powerful and her fittings superb.  She carries five flags and a streaming pennant, and symbolizes her name by an arrow five feet long at her bow that shines in the sunlight with all the radiance coming from rich gold gilding.

   The length on deck is 60 feet; the depth of the hold id 4 feet 6 inches; her extreme width on deck is 13 feet 2 inches.  The keel, keelsoms, and floor timbers, are of white oak, the balance of the frame being of white cedar.  The planking is of  1 ¼ inch hard pine.

   The bow of the vessel is very beautifully decorated with scroll work; at the stern is the representation of an eagle, spreading its wings three feet, and bearing a cluster of arrows in one claw and the American flag in the other.  The hurricane deck is 45 feet in length and contains the cabin and engine room.  The cabin is 16 feet by nine feet, and elegantly up with mirrors, picture, sideboards, lounges, etc.  

   The boat has a regular propeller wheel, four feet in diameter, the rudder is wrought iron, ¼ inch thick.

The Green Bay Express on the C. & N.W. R.R. going south, on Thursday, was precipitated down an embankment twenty feet high, three miles south of Harvard Junction.  The train consisting of seven cars and the engine was made a mass of ruins.  The cars caught fire from the stoves and all were burned including the baggage.  Forty persons were injured, six, it is feared, fatally.

The following sensible remark expresses our feeling on the Indian policy.  The editorial by Gen. Harney, appeared in the Chicago Tribune.  The general, one of the most noted Indian fighters of his day, tells the House Committee on Military Affairs that the way to put an end to the Indian troubles is to treat the Indians fairly.  He recalls only two instances where the savages had violated their treaty obligations, and these he considers excusable.  Instead of making war on the Indians, he would direct hostilities against Indian Agents and whiskey dealers.  The latter could be suppressed by being hanged wherever they are found.


KEARNY, MO. – Another detective has been killed by the notorious James brothers.  The dead body of a man was found on the road in Ray county, covered with blood.   He was shot six times through the head. left arm, and the body.  He had been bound to a horse in the same manner as Whicher, the detective murdered by the Jameses near Independence.  A card was pinned to the murdered man’s coat, scrawled with a pencil and

which read as follows:


   It is the supposition that the man was a detective and that he had been betrayed into the hands of the outlaws.
TEMPERANCE.


   Ripon.  – There is no abatement in the temperance crusade, the bodies go forward with even greater energy since the election.  Investigations are going quietly on in regard to fraudulent voters, and well informed men do not doubt that by a fair vote at least half of the board would have been carried in favor of temperance.  

Fond du Lac. – Today the Women’s Temperance Board had its regular meeting, and have been continuing them in the same way daily for some time.  They number now over 700.


An awful conflagration, or more truly a holocaust has almost destroyed the city of Oshkosh.  Some 400 buildings were burned on Wednesday evening.  The fire broke out in Hollie’s See store and spread so rapidly, before the gale which was blowing terrifically, that the engines were powerless and the fire had undisputed sway for a distance of two miles.  The loss is put down at over $600,000 and very little insurance.

HOW LONG SHALL WE SLEEP?

   The fact is, that as life becomes concentrated, and its pursuits more eager, short sleep and early rising becomes impossible.  We take more sleep than our ancestors, we take more because we want more.  Sox hours sleep will do very well for a plowman or a bricklayer, or any other man who has no exhaustion but that produced by manual labor, and the sooner he takes it after his labor is over, the better.  But a man whose labor is mental, the stress is on his brain and nervous system, and for him who is tired in the evening with a day of mental application, neither early to bed nor early to rise is wholesome.  He needs letting down to the level of repose.  The longer the interval between the active use of the brain and his retirement to bed, the better his chances for  sleep and refreshment.  His best sleep probably lies in the early morning hours when all the nervous excitement has passed away.

Shall We Burn or Bury the Dead.

The chemical section of the Lyceum of Natural History met last evening with a paper given by Mr. Pierre Ricketts on the results of some experiments on cremation.

   The subject has attracted much attention both in this country and in Europe.  The first experiment was with the body of a mouse, the ashes of which he exhibited, occupying a very small portion of a very small vial.   The mouse weighed, adopting the French system of weights, 5.37 grammes.  After cremation the ashes weighed0.29 grammes, a loss of about 94.4 per cent.  Ion this ratio a man of 150 pounds would give about 9 pounds of ashes.  “These experiments.” he said, “show what proper furnaces can do, asnd in all cases there was an entire absence of odors.”
   It is not a pleasant thought, that of being put into a furnace, but it is as pleasant as being buried , subject to slow decomposition in the ground.  There can be no doubt tat cremation is better for the living than the present method of interment, but public opinion will probably for a long time stand opposed to this ancient method of disposing of the dead.  One thing that would change would be obituary notices.  Here is one after cremation, that comes to mind:
The boast of Heraldry, the pomp of power,

And all that beauty, all that wealth he knew,

Await alike that inevitable hour,

The path of glory leads but to the flue.
