MOULTON ANXIOUS, TILTON RUINED.  “BROTHER” RICHARDS OSTRACIZED.

   Henry Ward Beecher’s testimony yesterday and Thursday produced a most profound impression upon his hearers.  There is no question upon  that point.  As one of the news papers hostile to him says, “there was mesmerism in his voice.”  Accustomed to swaying audiences and to carry them along with him, his experience in this direction proved most valuable to him on the witness stand, and whatever may be their final conclusion, all who listened to him, except for plaintiff and counsel, for the time being, at least, believed him innocent.  The change going on in public sentiment regarding him here in Brooklyn continues to be very rapid.  Still all this may be changed when Mr. Beecher’s cross-examination has occurred, and there is no doubt that there will be plenty of the latter.

   Mr. Moulton, who had become most popular in Brooklyn and New York since delivering his testimony, now grows very anxious and nervous as public favor changes in favor of Mr. Beecher and the prospects of his acquittal brighten. OBITUARY.

Death of One who has spent more than a half century in ministerial labor.
      Elder Noah Barrell who died at his residence in Geneva Lake, Wis., April 16th was born in Hartford, New York in 1794.  He stifled his early religious convictions but finally yielded to the gracious spirit and was converted in his 19th year.  His conversion and his call to the ministry were inseparably connected.  He preached his first sermon in 1820 and preached his 50th anniversary sermon at East Delavan in 1870.

   During those 50 years he had been pastor in 15 churches in New York, Ohio and Wisconsin.

WATER WORKS FOR OUR VILLAGE.
   The question of fire in Geneva is one often contemplated and always with real grounds for apprehension.  Most of our winds are west and often severe.  A fire originating anywhere west of the Metropolitan block with a strong southwest wind would destroy most of our village, and leave the business prospects buried for a season in the ashes that marked the trail.  Geneva has been for long, long years a very favorable village in the matter of fires, But how soon the fiery fiend may lap us up  in one fiery breath is the serious question, which none can answer.

   A good fire engine with sufficient hose, is an expensive affair and demands the time and attention of a company of not less than 50 effective men.  Its cost and care for the first year not be less than $4,000.

   The proposition to be laid before our village is this:  Messrs. Shelton and Buckingham Sturges have on the summit of the Sturges hill a mammoth reservoir, holding thousands of barrels of water, and through their native generosity have offered this village the use of water, if we saw fit to properly connect the village with the reservoir with tubing..
  The distance a pipe would need to be extended would be about 2,600 feet and can be obtained for about $1.10 per foot if the people will make a beginning on the trench digging.  The smaller pipes leading to various streets will aggregate to not more than 650 rods.  These smaller pipes can be laid at a much less expense, not only to, but through every house, even to the highest story, where the use of a faucet will make the water a thing of great convenience, comfort and economy.  But the highest value to our village would be the safe guard which would be thrown around us in case of fires

ABOUT  THE  FISH  IN  GENEVA  LAKE.

   It is not considered in law that fish have rights, but inasmuch as fish administer to the needs and comforts of men, the State, in respect for its citizens, has legislated in favor of protecting the fish for man’s benefit.  The same is true of shade trees.  The tree has no rights we are bound to respect, but, we are by law required to respect even shade trees, as an indirect way of ensuring the rights of citizens.  The same is true of horses and other animals.

   Geneva just now is particularly interested in the law which forbids fishing in the lake.  Some say they have the right to fish with a hook at all times, but from the law, it will be seen that no one can catch in any way whatsoever between January 1 and April , and according to the general law for Walworth county, no pickerel, muskellunge, pike, perch, black bass or growlers can be caught in any form until after the 30th day of April.

Population—Churches—Hotels—

Reaper Works--The Lake—Schools—Mineral Springs.

   As a summer resort, this place cannot be excelled by any other in the State.  The Divine Power alone has given it its share of scenery, and what was left for man to do is fast being done, and in a few years our now growing village will be a city of great magnitude.

   The population of this place is now about 2,000, with the present prospect, judging from new buildings which are now being erected and under contemplation, that by fall the number will be considerably increased.

   The Fox river branch of the C. & N. W.  R. R. terminates here and our facilities for doing that kind of business are at present very good., three trains making eight trips to and from Chicago, a distance of 85 miles.  The time now required in going to town is three hours.
   We have five churches here, the Presbyterian, Episcopal, Methodist, Baptist and Catholic, all of which have very large congregations.

   Out hotels are all first class and are three in number, the Whiting and Lake Houses and the St. Denis Hotel.  The Whiting house is on the lake shore with a fine view of the lake.  It is only open from May until November and during this time a great many find shelter and are fed from the bountiful tables of luxuries spread before them.  The terms are $2.50 per day.  The Lake House, Mr. O. Blakeslee Proprietor, stands on the corner of Broad and Main streets.  Mr.. Blakeslee is well known as a hotel man.  The third , but not the least, is the St. Denis Hotel.  It’s the place where you will find a well spread table and a well regulated hotel.
   A stock company with a capital of $100,000 has been formed here for the purpose of manufacturing the celebrated Crawford Mower and Reaper. One hundred six acres of land and a splendid water power have been purchased by the Company.  The Company has laid some of this land into village lots, and they are selling from $100 to $300 per lot.
   The Lake from which Geneva derives its name and which brings so many people here is ten miles long and from one-half to two miles wide, and in some spots very deep. There are no shoals in it.  Fish are abundant.  Pickerel, bass, perch, suckers and the famous ciscoes, which are caught only once a year, generally between the 10th and 24th of June.  They sell readily from $1 to $3 per dozen.

  Chattanooga – Owing to the passage of the civil rights bill, the proprietors of two of the principal hotels here have surrendered their licenses, and will conduct their establishments as private boarding houses.





   A test case of the Civil Bights Bill is now on the road for decision on its constitutionality.  A colored man entered Burke’s  restaurant, Chicago, took his seat and ordered his dinner of a negro waiter.  The waiter reported his case to Mr. Burke, who positively refused to entertain him, declaring it would injure his business.  The colored man then arrested Burke for violation of the Civil Rights law and he was bound over to appear in the next session of the court.  


   It is one of those transactions which are performed with real manliness on both sides to the admiration of the world.  The black man made no offensive demonstrations upon entering or upon leaving.  The barbarous style of dealing with the black man so common in the South, was not evinced here.  Mr. Burke did not have the man thrown out; no hot words, no pistols.

The German Catholic movement of 1840 by no means foundered on Peter’s rock; it was first hindered then repressed and finally strangled, through police measures by State persecution.
