FOREIGN.
--Two hundred girls left Limerick, Ireland, last week, for New Hampshire, where they will be employed in a cotton mill.

--Ex-congressman John Crowell, of Cleveland, died in that city last eek, in his 82nd year.  He enjoyed a high reputation as a lawyer and orator.

--The newly-wedded wife of ex-governor Sprague, of Rhode Island, is the daughter of a poor shoemaker, and, like her husband, has been separated from her first conjugal partner by the divorce court.

--President Arthur is suffering from an aggravated catarrhal infection.

GENERAL.

--One hundred and fifty carriages followed the remains of Jim Elliot, the murdered pugilist, to the grave in New York.

--Judge Lilley, an aged Washington lawyer, called upon Stephen W.. Dorsey, at the latter's residence in Washington, a few nights ago, and in the course of the conversation about the star-route trial Lilley made some remark that greatly enraged Dorsey, who struck his guest from the chair in which he was sitting, and then jumped upon and kicked him, inflicting serious injuries.

THE BROOKLYN BRIDGE.


The Great Structure Thrown Open to Traffic.

The Longest Suspension Bridge Ever Constructed.


   The completion of the great suspension bridge over the East River, between New York and Brooklyn, has been looked forward to with a great deal of interest all over the country, and the formal ceremonies of opening the structure to the public were witnessed by an immense throng.  The building of a bridge to connect the two cities was first suggested  nearly a half century ago.
   In 1857 Mr. John A. Roebling, a Brooklyn engineer, acted upon by the state of popular feeling, suggested the construction of a suspension bridge to cost about $2,000,000 with a roadway 100 feet above the high water mark that should be available both for vehicles and pedestrians, and on which trains should run from shore to shore at short intervals.  Six years later the estimated cost had risen to $4,000,000.  Finally in 1869 a bill was passed empowering a company to build the bridge.

HOLOCAUST.


Milwaukee the Scene of a Fire Horror Never Equaled in the West.


The Newhall House, a Six-Story Hotel, Burns in the Darkness.


Shocking Loss of Life--Thrilling Experiences of Some of Those Who Escaped.


   About 4 o'clock in the morning of the 10th inst. flames appeared in the basement of the Newhall House at Milwaukee, and with marvelous rapidity made their way to the roof, giving nearly 300 people the choice of roasting alive or leaping to the icy pavement.  The stifling smoke drove many to the window sills, where they clung desperately for a time, but were soon compelled to let go their hold and be crushed by the sidewalk.  Three fruitless attempts to save life by holding a canvas beneath the imperiled guests were made by firemen and citizens.  One man slid down a rope made of sheets tied to a sewing machine.  In ninety minutes the walls fell in with a deafening crash.  The loss of life will probably reach 100, while there are twenty-two missing.  The pecuniary loss will probably aggregate $500,000.  A correspondent at the scene furnishes the following details of the dreadful calamity:

   Men who in the daily walks of life had been counted heartless and unfeeling wrung their hands in despair, running about utterly bewildered, exclaiming, "My God! My God, this is horrible."  Then a black object would appear on the outside of the window, driven out by the smoke and flame, a piercing scream rend the morning air, and a heavy thud would announce that a human being had dropped from the dizzying height to meet death on the pavement below.  At one time there were six persons hanging from six window sills at the fifth story at the same time, crying in agonizing tones for the help that could not be rendered them, and one after another loosened their grip and met their fate. 
   John F. Antisdel, the principal proprietor, was driven crazy over the terrible affair.  He ran up and down Michigan street, moaning and crying: "Oh! Oh, My God, who set that afire?"  Over his head was a black cloth.  When he came to the mangled body of one of his guests his ravings were pitiful in the extreme.  All efforts to soothe him failed.

THE  KITCHEN.

   Baked beets make a good side dish.  Wash them clean, put them in a pan with a little water in it, and bake until they are perfectly tender; when done remove the skin and serve.

   Pickled Tongue. -- A good sized tongue requires to boil at least three hours.  It is a good plan to soak it over night in cold water.  Some cooks change the water when it is half done.
   Cream Pudding. -- Stir together one pint of cream, three ounces of sugar, the yolks of three eggs, and a little grated nutmeg; add the well-beaten whites, stirring lightly, and pour into a buttered pie-plate, on which has been sprinkled the crumbs of stale bread to about the thickness of an ordinary crust; sprinkle over the top a layer of bread crumbs and bake.
   Nuns' Sighs.--Warm a lump of butter the size of a walnut, a lump of sugar, a little lemon peel and a pinch of salt in a tumblerful of water; let it boil over two or three times; stir in some flour until it becomes a thick paste, and continue stirring until it is cooked, which you can tell if the paste does not stick to your finger; leave in the sauce pan until cold, then stir in one egg at a time until it is thin enough to drop out of a spoon.  Take a dessert-spoon and drop ,lumps about the size of a walnut into lard which is no quite boiling; take out when swollen to four times their original size, and a golden color; sprinkle with sugar.  These are delicious served hot or cold.
