LAKE GENEVA SEEMS TO BE HAVING 

A NATURAL BOOM.


A Large Feed and Supply Mill Going up at Once.  Men of Experience and Established Integrity at the Head.


   We are glad after two months of careful negotiations to state in positive terms that Lake Geneva is to have at once a new and model feed and supply mill, equal to all demands  and built of solid stone and brick, and with new and latest improved machinery throughout.
   The main building will be 40x80 feet with cemented basement under all and driven by an 80 horsepower and boiler.  The new mill will  have a grinding capacity of 1,000 bags of feed and corresponding oat clipping machinery, so essential in the best management of the finer grade of horses, the whole involving a cash cost of $16,000 and including a long line of sheds for the use of the patrons.  

   Mrs. Helen B. Smith and Sylvia B. Cobb sold to John E. Burton a 25 year lease for the mill site, being their grounds west of the depot.  The new firm is really an old one to our citizens, being the same management that so successfully owned and worked the "old mill" by water power in 1886 to 1891.  Mr. Burton again has the reliable assistance and faithful management of Mr. George Cawthorne, whose integrity here and in Richmond flouring mills, has made his services sought after by men of capital in this country and Mexico for more than ten years.  His management of the "old mill" made every man's dealings a pleasure and he now enters the new partnership as a large owner and with the fixed intention of making Lake Geneva his permanent home.
[The train depot was at the location of the current Lake Geneva Dental building, on the south edge of the jog on Broad Street.]

   Washington. - The army will not be recruited to the maximum strength of 100,000 men.  The president is determined , after careful investigation, that an army of 75,000 men will be sufficient to meet all present needs.

Washington. - It is officially stated that the United States will remain in control of Cuba until the Platt amendment has been "substantially" adopted.   The U.S. cabinet held that the changes  and the wealth of whereases placed by the Cuban convention on the Platt amendment amounted to a practical modification  such as was beyond the power of this government to accept.

IS A MASS OF RUINS.

Fire Almost Completely Destroys City of Jacksonville, Fla.
Estimated That 15,000 Buildings Are Burned and Thousands of People Made Homeless.


   The most disastrous fire in the history of this city began Friday shortly after noon in a small factory from a defective wire, according to  the best belief, and burned for nearly ten hours.  In that time a property damage estimated at $15,000,000 was caused.  According to the city map 130 blocks were burned, many of them in the heart of the business and residential section.  The estimated houses to the block is ten, hence 1,300 of them went up in smoke.  Many of the finest public and private buildings were destroyed, including hotels, theaters, churches and residences.  The casualties cannot be accurately estimated.


DEATH'S  VICTORY.
President McKinley's Gallant Struggle for Life Is Unsuccessful.

   Milbourn House, Buffalo, N.Y.,--President McKinley died at 2:15 a.m.  His last conscious hour on earth was spent with his wife to whom he devoted a lifetime of care.  He died unattended by a minister of the gospel, but his last words were a submission to the will of the God in whom he believed.
   "Good-by, all, good-by.  It is God's way.  His will be done."

   He was reconciled to the cruel fate to which an assassin's bullet had condemned him, and faced death with the same spirit of calmness and poise which has marked his long and honorable career.
