   Burton's new brick mill, occupied by Burton, Cawthorne & Burton, was badly damaged by fire last Saturday morning, the loss cannot be less than $5000.

   As Roy Taylor was returning from a party about one o'clock in the morning, he saw a bright light in the mill and upon investigating discovered the "whole inside to be on fire".  He ran to alarm box number 12, near the depot, and turned in the alarm.
   The firemen responded to the alarm with hose carts and the hook and ladder truck.  In a very few moments they had hose laid and two streams of water pouring on the flames.

   The work of putting out the flames inside the building was not an easy matter, for the reason that it was impossible to tell exactly where the fire was, because of the dense smoke.  However, the firemen kept the water running and in time succeeded in extinguishing all the flames.

  The cause of the fire is a mystery.  There was no fire in the mill after six o'clock and no stove within 20 feet of where the fire started.  It did not even start where there were any electric wires.  The prevailing opinion is that the fire was the work of an incendiary and that he accomplished his job by building a fire in the spout used to discharge the cobs to the outside of the building.
